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MISSION SAN LUIS CELEBRATES  MILITARY MUSTER 
~Spanish and Apalachee Military Life in La Florida~

TALLAHASSEE - On Saturday, May 9, 2009, from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. El Castillo de San Luis at Mission San Luis will welcome the St. Augustine Garrison Company of the Florida Historic Militia and the Castillo de San Marcos National Monument living history volunteers. Visitors will witness colorful pageantry, the firing of muskets and cannons, and learn about the world of Apalachee warriors and Spanish soldiers. Admission to the event is free. 

This living history program will bring Florida’s heritage to life as visitors focus on the lives and tasks of soldiers and militias at Spanish Florida’s western capital. Military drills, black powder cannon and musket fire, and other colonial military activities are scheduled. 


At 1:00 p.m., a presentation on Spanish Paso Fino horses will showcase this breed’s unique history and abilities. Hands-on activities for children and adults will include pike drills, archery, and colonial arts and crafts.
Mission San Luis was the western capital of Spanish Florida from 1656 to 1704. Today the Mission brings the early 1700s to life through costumed interpreters, reconstructed period buildings, exhibits and archaeological excavations. The site is a National Historic Landmark and recipient of a 2006 Preserve America Presidential Award.  Mission San Luis is located at 2020 West Mission Road in Tallahassee. Managed by the Florida Department of State’s Bureau of Archaeological Research, the site is open Tuesday through Sunday from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m., and admission is free.
