~Mission San Luis hosts a Native American spiritual journey through stories ~

TALLAHASSEE - Mission San Luis invites the public to a free, family-friendly storytelling event with Rainbow Eagle, an Okla-Choctaw American Indian, on Saturday, April 11 at 3:00 p.m. Rainbow Eagle will share his interpretations of hope and peace through Native American stories.

As a wisdom keeper, Rainbow Eagle is honored with the responsibility of teaching the traditions of an ancient Native American Peace Shield. Rainbow Eagle believes that, “the Peace Shield brings this challenge to all Earth Walkers – become more aware of and develop respect for all religions and ways of reaching toward the Creator.”

A follow up to their popular storytelling event in February, San Luis continues its celebration of traditional and indigenous folktales, this time in the awe-inspiring council house – the largest known historic-period Indian building in the Southeast. 

Mission San Luis was the western capital of Spanish Florida from 1656 to 1704. Today the Mission brings the early 1700s to life through costumed interpreters, reconstructed period buildings, exhibits, and programming. 

The site is a National Historic Landmark and recipient of a 2006 Preserve America Presidential Award.  Mission San Luis is located at 2020 West Mission Road in Tallahassee. Managed by the Florida Department of State’s Bureau of Archaeological Research, the site is open Tuesday through Sunday from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m., and admission is free.
